Abstract: Business Workshop for Women of Foreign Origin is a business start-up workshop tailor-made
for female entrepreneurs who want to put in practice their business ideas or for those who are already
in business and but would like to increase their knowledge. Over a period of 15 weeks the participants
learned about strategy, product and service development, marketing, finance, management and other
practical aspects in the development and operation of a business. By the end of the workshop each
participant will have a comprehensive business plan and prepared an effective presentation of their
business ideas. The Inovation Center Iceland has run courses since 1996 in the capital (Reykjavik) but
in 2003 the Innovation Center Iceland began running the courses in other areas across the country.
The workshop was taught in English, since and increasing number of women of foreign origin living in
Iceland were asking for directions and training on how to run a business in Iceland. The course was 15
weeks long and took place once a week (3 hours per session) and comprises around 65 hours in the
workshop. About 10 hours independent assignment work per week was expected of each participant.
Specialists at the Innovation Center of Iceland and from the Directorate of labor were the lecturers
and counsellors of the workshop. Women who took part also had access to free one-to-one counselling
as many times as needed.
