Utdrattur: Knattspyrnudeild Keflavikur i samvinnu vid Reykjanesbae og Rauda krossinn i
Reykjanesbae héldu 5 vikna fétboltanamskeid & Asbri i Reykjanesbae fyrir born med sérstakri
aherslu @ ad na til barna innflytjenda og af erlendum uppruna. Namskeidid var opid ollum bérnum
4 aldrinum 6-12 &ra. Utbuinn var baeklingur & 3 tungumalum, islensku, ensku og pdlsku og
baeklingnum dreift i allar ibadir & Asbrd, auk pess var auglyst 4 samfélagsmidlum og i
ipréttamannvirkjum a Sudurnesjum. Namskeidid stéd yfir i 5 vikur yfir sumartimann 2021,
zfingar voru tvisvar i viku og var dkeypis patttaka fyrir bérnin. Asbraarvéllur var settur i gott
stand fyrir namskeidid. Hann var m.a. sandadur, gatadur, maladur og borid a hann aburdur auk
bess sem skilti voru sett upp til ad audvelda félki ad finna vollinn. Moérkin voru endurbaett og
[6gud auk pess sem ny net voru sett i mérkin. Knattspyrnudeild Keflavikur skaffadi bolta, keilur,
vesti, verkefnastjéra, pjalfara og annan naudsynlegan Utbunad fyrir namskeidid. Safnad var
saman takkaskdm ur ymsum attum og peim bérnum sem attu ekki takkaskd voru gefnir takkaskoér
ef pau vildu og undir lok namskeidsins voru 6ll bornin komin i fétboltaskd. Alls maettu rimlega
30 boérn 4 namskeidid, um 80% voru drengir og 20% stulkur. Bérn fra islandi, Péllandi, Kina,
Filipseyjum, Afriku og Bandarikjunum komu a ndmskeidid. Flest bornin voru & aldrinum 9-11 ara
en aldurshilid var 6-12 dara. Bornin og foreldrar peirra voru i kjolfarid hvott til ad hefja
knattspynuafingar hja Keflavik og kynnt var fyrir peim aefingatimar, samgongur til og fra afingum
og hvernig hvatagreidslur virka. Ollum bérnunum var bodid ad zfa knattspyrnu hja Kerflavik
Okeypis til aramoéta. Knattspyrnudeild Keflavikur vill koma a framfeaeri pakklzeti til samstarfsadila
okkar og brdéunarsjdds innflytiendamala sem hjalpudu okkur ad gera petta géfuga verkefni ad
veruleika.

Project description: Keflavik soccer club in cooperation with Reykjanesbaer and the Red Cross in
Reykjanesbaer held a 5-week soccer course at Asbrd in Reykjanesbaer for children with a special



focus on reaching children of immigrants and of foreign origin. The course was open to all
children aged 6-12. A brochure was prepared in 3 languages, Icelandic, English and Polish, and
the brochure was distributed to all apartments in Asbru, in addition, it was advertised on social
media and in sports facilities in Sudurnes. The course lasted for 5 weeks during the summer 2021,
exercises were twice a week and participation was free for the children. Asbraarvéllur was put in
good condition for the course. He was, among other things, sanded, painted, and applied
fertilizer as well as signs were put up to make it easier for people to find the field. The goals were
improved and repaired, and new nets were placed in them. Keflavik's soccer club provided balls,
vests, project managers, coaches, and other necessary equipment for the course. Soccer cleats
were collected from various sources and the children who did not have soccer cleats were given
cleats if they wanted them, and by the end of the course all the children were wearing soccer
cleats. A total of over 30 children attended the course, around 80% were boys and 20% were
girls. Children from Iceland, Poland, China, the Philippines, Africa, and the United States came to
the course. Most of the children were aged 9-11, but the age range was 6-12. The children and
their parents were subsequently encouraged to start soccer training at Keflavik soccer club and
were introduced to training times, transport to and from training and how incentive payments
work. All the children were invited to practice soccer for free until the end of the year. The
Keflavik's soccer club would like to express its gratitude to our partners and the Immigration
Development Fund who helped us make this noble project a reality.
