Abstract

The goal of the project was to support and to broaden the activities of the Mother Tongue Association
on Bilingualism. The project was divided into four parts: organization of the summer

course for heritage language teachers, public relations work, support of children in all language groups
and support of the volunteers who run the Mother Tongue Association on Bilingualism.

The grant made it possible for the association to organize for the first time a two-day-seminar for all
its teachers, with the goal of sharing new ideas and offering important opportunities for discussion.
The opportunity to develop professionally and to gather new energy was heartily welcomed by the
participants. Mother tongue groups were able to buy student materials and other valuable

resources. Thus the groups could improve the quality and diversity of their teaching. Organization of
cultural events, participation in various festivals, and cooperation with other institutions is traditionally
a part of the activity of the Mother Tongue Association. The work is rewarding for all participants but
often requires a great deal of preparation. The board of the association, which shoulder responsibility
for the projects, could receive at least a symbolic reward for their work. In the long

run, this could promotecontinuity in the activities of the association and prevent the departure of
experienced colleagues. Anactive and up-to-date homepage offers interested parties and professionals
in the school system information about work of the association and all mother tongue groups.

The achievements of the project are clear, significant and worthy. The Mother Tongue Association has
grown over the last year and has made substantial progress in promoting and developing mother
tongue teaching in Iceland.
