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Abstract:Numerous studies show that prejudice and hate crimes against young immigrants
increase their marginalization, significantly reducing their democratic participation in adulthood.
The aim of this project was to provide a detailed insight into the prejudice, hate-crime, and violence
experienced by young immigrants, how and in what context this discrimination manifests in
Iceland. The research is based on data from the ISRD4 study, in which students in grades 8.-10.
and first-year students in upper secondary schools in the capital area participated. The survey was
conducted electronically and involved 3,600 students who participated in class. The response rate
was 84% (3,036 students), including responses from 224 first generation immigrants and 433
second generation.



The results show that a relatively high proportion of first-generation immigrant youth experience
discrimination, threats, or violence due to their minority status. When asked, most of the youth say
that race/ethnicity or nationality was the main reason for why they were discriminated against or
attacked. Second-generation youth also experience this, particularly due to their race/ethnicity.

Young people who move to Iceland after the age of 10 from a country outside of Europe are at the
highest risk of experiencing such incidents. Perceived discrimination reduces young people's
willingness to engage with society and diminishes their sense of belonging, which can increase the
likelihood of engaging in risky behavior. Although young immigrants generally have weaker
connections with peers than other teenagers, their ties to the school environment are generally
strong.

In light of these findings, it is important to focus on finding ways to strengthen the social
connections of young immigrants with their peers and reduce prejudice through education within
the school system.
