Hver
hépur hittist tvisvar i viku fra kl. 10:00 til 15:00, auk pess sem badir héparnir hittust saman a
fostudogum kl. 10:00-12:00, sem gerir samtals naestum 200 klukkustundir. bratt fyrir
askoranir, svo sem mismunandi tungumalafaerni og porfina fyrir aukna félagsfeerni vegna
ahrifa heimsfaraldurs og stridsataka i heimalandinu, uppfyllti verkefnid grunnmarkmid sin
um ad styrkja menningarlegan skilning og samfélagspatttoku. Verkefnid lagdi dherslu a
pbarfir hvers nemanda fyrir félagslega adlogun, hvatti til samskipta a jafningjagrundvelli og
skapadi vettvang fyrir nemendur til ad reeda og skiptast a skodunum. batttakendur syndu
marktaekar framfarir i islenskukunnattu og sjalfstrausti, sem birtist i aukinni patttoku i
samfélaginu. Sumarnamskeidid hefur synt skipuleggjendum fram & hversu mikilveegt
verkefnid var til ad efla menningarlegan skilning barnanna og patttoku ungra landnema i
islensku samfélagi. Vid lok namskeidsins, pann 18. agust 2024, var haldinn foreldrafundur
par sem foreldrar lystu yfir mikilli anaegju med verkefnid og ahuga a frekari svipudum
verkefnum, sérstaklega i aukinni islenskukennslu fyrir bornin sin. Namskeidid var unnid
meo styrk fra Prounarsjodi innflytjendamala.

Project Title: The School for Settlers: Hi, Iceland! Hi, Icelandic!
Name of Grantee: The Nordic Academy

Abstract: The summer course organized by the Nordic Academy was intended for young
people aged 10-17 from Ukraine with a short residence in Iceland. The course combined
Icelandic language teaching, social studies, an introduction to the local culture of the
children’s environment, and opportunities for their participation in society, along with
providing psychosocial support. On June 9, 2024, a meeting was held for parents and other
interested parties to formally introduce the project. The course took place from June 10 to
August 16, 2024, with around 40 students divided into two age groups: 10-13 and 14-17.
Each group met twice a week from 10:00 AM to 3:00 PM, with both groups gathering on



Fridays from 10:00 AM to 12:00 PM, totaling nearly 200 hours. Despite challenges such as
varying language proficiency and the need for enhanced social skills due to the impacts of
the pandemic and conflicts in their homeland, the project fulfilled its primary goals of
strengthening cultural understanding and social participation. The project focused on each
student’s needs for social adaptation, encouraged peer-based communication, and
created a space for students to discuss and exchange ideas. Participants showed
significant progress in Icelandic language skills and self-confidence, which was reflected in
increased community involvement. The summer course demonstrated to the organizers
the importance of such a project in promoting cultural understanding and participation
among young immigrants in Icelandic society. At the end of the course, on August 18, 2024,
a parents’ meeting was held where parents expressed great satisfaction with the project
and interest in further similar initiatives, especially in increased Icelandic language training
for their children. The course was supported by the Development Fund for Immigrant
Issues.
