Abstract: The book Her Voice: Stories of Women of Foreign Origin in Iceland
contains 33 diverse stories of women of foreign origin in Iceland. The book
combines the ideals of the non-profit organization Her Voice and Via Publishing,
which aim to raise awareness about issues of marginalized groups and a more equal,
informed and respectful society. The event had a dual goal, on the one hand, to raise
awareness of the publication of the book, and on the other hand, to increase
discussion about the challenges that women of foreign origin in Iceland face due to
the multiple discrimination they face - due to both origin and gender. The goal and
value of the event and the book is to celebrate and document the stories of women
who have lacked visibility in society and to shed light on their diverse world of
experience. At the event, Edda Hermannsdottir gave a talk about the importance of
the fight for equality in Iceland taking into account more aspects than gender and
that diversity in its broadest form enriches society, as the stories in the book truly
show. Claudia A Wilson, a lawyer and one of the women who shared her story in the
book, gave a moving reading from her chapter. Guests gained insight into the life of
a woman of foreign origin who has faced challenges and discrimination in society
while also reaping personal victories and having an important impact on society. The
women who shared their stories in the book were well received. Guests celebrated
by raising their glasses, enjoyed music and had conversations with the women as
well as the members who worked on the book. The event was well attended, with
around 180 people attending the event according to Harpa’s estimation. Around 100
books were sold at the event and many books after the event, which shows the

importance of raising awareness of the book and its matters. The media showed great



interest in the book, and companies, institutions, and non-profit organizations sought

to book talks and purchase the book.
