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Abstract: In recent decades, there has been a significant increase in immigrants and
second-generation immigrants within Icelandic society, and this minority group
often experiences marginalization. The aim of the study was to examine how
immigrants experience interactions with the Icelandic criminal justice system and
how criminal and racial stigmatization intertwine in those experiences. Special
emphasis was placed on intersectionality, with the guiding objective of
understanding how social characteristics—such as race, nationality, social status,
and deviant behavior—intersect and influence identity and interactions. The study
was qualitative in nature and was based on interviews with thirteen men who are
firstor second-generation immigrants between the ages of 18 and 32. They all had in
common that they had been involved with the Icelandic criminal justice system. Data
analysis was conducted using thematic analysis, and grounded theory was applied to
identify themes based on the participants’ experiences. The main findings revealed
that participants experienced distrust and discrimination from the police, and they
associated these encounters with their race and origin. Many felt they were labeled
as criminals without having engaged in deviant behavior. This appeared to affect
their self-identity and social participation. These experiences are consistent with
findings from international research showing how marginalized groups are subjected
to systemic discrimination in relation to law enforcement. The results highlight the
importance of examining intersectionality when assessing immigrants’ experiences
with the criminal justice system. They also indicate the need to review institutional
practices and attitudes in order to ensure equality and justice for individuals

regardless of their background.
