Project Title: Building Bridges
Name of Grantee: Kvennaskolinn i Reykjavik

Abstract: The Building Bridges project was held on May 15-16 at
Kvennaskolinn in Reykjavik and was funded by the Development Fund for
Immigrant Affairs. The project was led by Katarzyna Rabeda, Head of the
Icelandic Track, in collaboration with teachers from the Upper Secondary
School in Mosfellsbar and other partners. The aim of the project was to
strengthen connections and cooperation among students from diverse
backgrounds, create a platform for education on multiculturalism, prejudice,
and social responsibility, and introduce services and support systems
available to immigrants and young people. Participants included students
from the Icelandic programs at Kvennaskolinn and the Upper Secondary
School in Mosfellsber, as well as several students from other study lines at
Kvennaskolinn, along with representatives from the Directorate of
Education, the Language and Literacy Center, the community police, and
Primary Health Care of the Capital Area.

On the first day of the project, students received an introduction to the
Icelandic upper secondary school system from Ina Bjorg Arnadéttir,
attended a lecture on multiculturalism and prejudice by Chanel Bjork
Sturludéttir, and worked on group activities related to these topics. On the
second day, there were presentations from bridge-builders representing the
Directorate of Education and the Language and Literacy Center, as well as a
discussion with the community police and a presentation on the healthcare
system and personal responsibility for health by Asdis Eckhardt. The day
concluded with games and social activities led by Kedjan, the student

association, followed by a barbecue.



The main outcomes of the project were that students gained increased
awareness of multiculturalism and social responsibility, the project fostered
empathy and stronger connections among students, and participation was

high with positive feedback from both students and guests.
