Project Title: Between Two Worlds

Abstract: The exhibition Between Two Worlds opened on September 18 at
the Museum House in Husavik and will remain on display for about six
weeks. It focuses on the lived experiences of young people of foreign origin
who have grown up in the Pingeyjarsysla region in North Iceland. Some were
born in Iceland, while others arrived as infants or teenagers. Together, their
stories reveal how migration, language, and belonging shape daily life in a
small community far from the capital. 3 The project is based on interviews
and photographs of six young people from diverse backgrounds, including
France, Greece, Germany, and Poland. Each participant’s story is presented
through three short exhibition texts, direct quotes, and personal photographs
that explore their connection to language, identity, and place. A ten-minute
video brings these voices together, combining short interviews with three
original bilingual poems written for the project in Icelandic and English. The
exhibition gives young people of foreign origin a voice and visible presence
in the local cultural landscape. It encourages visitors to reflect on identity,
inclusion, and what it means to belong in Iceland today. By presenting the
material bilingually, Between Two Worlds builds bridges between
communities and highlights the growing cultural diversity of the North. The
project was created by Nicola van Kuilenburg in collaboration with
Safnahusid Husavik and received funding from both the Development Fund
for Immigrant Affairs (Proéunarsjodur innflytjendamala) and the Regional
Development Fund for North East Iceland (Soknardetlun Nordurlands
