Project Title: Her Voice: Conference on Women of Foreign Origin in the Arts
Name of Grantee: Her Voice

Abstract: Women of foreign origin are a growing population who remain on the edge of
society. They face marginalisation due to multiple factors including gender and origin and



encounter additional challenges in finding access to platforms within the Icelandic arts
scene. By holding the conference, Her Voice wanted to create a platform for discussions
about the status of women of foreign origin in the arts and celebrate their contribution to
society. The goal was to analyze and discuss the changes that are needed to create an
artistic community based on inclusion and equality. At the conference, the art of women of
foreign origin was celebrated with workshops and a premiere. Women of foreign origin who
work within the Icelandic art scene shared their experiences and the challenges they face.
Parties from the country's main art institutions were also invited to the event along with
representatives of the Ministry of Culture and Business Affairs and the Ministry of Social
Affairs and Labor. Emphasis was placed on inviting people in positions of power to listen to
the voices of women of foreign origin and respond to demands for improvements. The
importance of making art accessible and increasing the visibility of diverse art and role
models in cultural and popular content was highlighted at the conference. Women of
foreign origin face disrespect and obstacles in getting their knowledge and education
valued in the art community. The poor social status of immigrant women also affects
access to the art community in Iceland. Both art education is expensive and access to
spaces in the art world often depends on connections with certain people within the art
sector. Grants for artists usually go to a small group, limited skills in application systems
also affect the access of people of foreign origin to grants. A homogeneous group sits in
management positions in the country's main art institutions, which influences which art
and artists get visibility in the society. Her voice focuses on keeping the discussion going by
sending a memo to the aforementioned ministries and art institutions and drawing
attention to the issue with video clips from the conference along with other content
