Project: Heilahristingur — homework assistance at the library

Grantee: Reykjavik City Library

Abstract

Heilahristingur (literally: shake-your-brain) is a homework assistance program for 5th to 10th
grade students in Breidholt and students from the immigrant department of Fjolbrautarskdlinn
i Breidholti (F.B.). The aim of the project is to support and strengthen students in their studies
and introduce the library’s services in connection with their studies, interests, hobbies and so
forth. The homework assistance is spiced up with various happenings, such as dance, film
screenings and music. The main emphasis is placed on offering a positive environment which
supports creative work for children and teenagers, making the participants aware of their
future opportunities, strengthening their self-image and providing an opportunity to meet their
friends and gain new ones. Heilahristingur is a trial program and if it is successful it will be
offered in other neighbourhoods as well.

Heilahristingur takes place in Reykjavik City Library’s Gerduberg branch on Tuesdays and
Thursdays from 2:30 — 4:00 P.M. The students get help from volunteers who are high-school
and university students, some of them studying to become teachers, as well as retired teachers.

The project is done in cooperation between Reykjavik City Library and The Reykjavik Red
Cross and is based in part on a Danish project called “Projekt 100 lektiecaféer.” The library is
an ideal place for this type of work since it is a neutral, relaxed and informal place where
everyone is welcome. A public library is in fact a gateway into society. In addition to this, the
library offers all kind of study material and the staff can help the students and volunteers find
appropriate material and information. The Reykjavik Red Cross has years of experience in the
field of homework assistance and language stimulation for young school children and
valuable knowledge of working with volunteers.

The project received support from bréunarsjodur innflytjendamala (The Immigration
Development Fund) and from Reykjavik City’s Menntarad (Council of Education).
