1
rannsékninni voru tekin vidtol vid tiu einstaklinga af afriskum uppruna og vidtél vid fagadila sem
vinna a einhvern hatt { tengslum vid malefni fj6lmenningar og einnig aflad gagna sem varpa nanari
innsyn i fj6lda pessa hops og astedur fyrir komu til landsins. G6gn voru tengd vid adrar rannsoknir
umsakjanda. Undirstrikad er mikilvaegi pess ad skilja kynpattafordéma { samhengi vid alpjodlega
rannsoknir og samhlida ad skoda einnig stadbundnar adstedur.

Einstaklingar fra Afriku 4 Islandi hafa aukist jafnt og pétt og er hlutfall kynjanna mjog
mismunandi eftir [6ndum. Flestir koma til landsins vegna persénulegra tengsl vid landid. I mérgum
tilfellum 1 vidt6lum gatu einstaklingar ekki adgreinthvenzr um er ad rada kynpattafordéma og
hvenar almenna utlendingafordéma. Kynpattafordéma getur verid erfitt ad erfitt ad skilja an pess ad
taka mid af 60rum tegundum fordémum, og i islensku samfélagi ma lita 2 pjodernishyggju og 6rar
hnattveddar breytingar sem patt { ad skilja umraedur um fordéma 4 Islandi. Viotol gefur til kynna ad
pessi hépur telur sig almennt ekki verda fyrir miklu kynpéttafordémum vegna litarhatts 4 Islandi, p6
flestir hafi upplifad slikt hér 4 landi.

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Abstract

The research emphasizes the importance of closer investigation of racism in Iceland, focusing
on racism against people of African origin in Iceland. Interviews were taken with ten individuals of
African origin and with specialists working in institutions or Ngo’s that have to do with multicultural
society. Statistical data was also collected about this group in general. The data was contextualized
with other research by the same researcher. It is emphasized that racism has to be placed in a global
context, simultaneously understood locally.

Number of individuals originating from Africa have grown steadily in Iceland, and the
distribution in terms of gender is quite country specific. Most people come because of their personal
relationship with Iceland. It was apparent in interviews that racism often intersected with prejudice
against foreigners in general. The research also indicates that it can also be difficult to understand
racism without contextualizing it with other prejudice, and in Icelandic society nationalism and rapid
global changes can also be seem as part of understanding racism. Interviews indicate that this group
does not perceive itself as experiencing intensive racism in Iceland even though most people have
such experiences. Report on hate crime from the National Commissioner of Police shows that
individuals do still not report these cases of racism, and hate crimes are not specified especially

within Icelandic laws, even though discrimination is addressed in few sections of the laws.
