Abstract

Board members of W.O.M.E.N. in Iceland have long noticed that there are groups of immigrants
interested in actively participating in various aspects of Icelandic society but lack experience in
running and establishing a grass root association or NPO organization, access to information and
contacts. The goal of the project was to create networks and dialogue between groups of
immigrants, promote their active participation in society and increase cooperation with various
public institutions working in the area of immigrant issues and diversity. While the project was more
difficult and took more time than planned we consider the project a success. W.0.M.E.N. in Iceland
now have a stronger support network and relationships with other grass root organizations,
succeeded in introducing staff from various other organizations and public institutions to immigrants
on the board of other immigrant associations, helped establish one new grass root organization, and
developed a mailing list of active grass root associations in Iceland. The next phase of the project is to
hold a training course in writing grant applications for The Immigrant Council‘s Development Fund
for 2013.
