Abstract: Iceland is a small country and has only received a small number of refugees so far, but this
group is becoming bigger with time and since Iceland is still in the first stages as a receiving nation, it
has a good chance to make sure that immigration goes well for all parties. Those that come to
Iceland are coming from different cultures that are strange to Icelanders and vice versa. It is
important to offer training to new citizens of the country where the essentials of Icelandic society are
introduced.
