Project Title: Increased cultural and social wealth of immigrants in Reykjanesbaer

Name of Grantee: The public library of Reykjanesbaer

Abstract: About 20% of the population in Reykjanesbzaer are people of foreign origin. The aim of the
project was to give immigrants the opportunity to participate in different projects in Reykjanesbaer
and the opportunity to integrate into society through participation and education. Through a program
like this, immigrants can be enriched and encouraged to participate in the community. The library
represents a neutral place where people of different origins can come together and share their
knowledge, experience, and participate in creative projects.

Different projects were offered to participants e.g. yoga, Christmas cookies were baked, clothes and
toys were exchanged in a market, multi-purpose bags were sewn, self-defence workshops, a workshop
on empowering women was held, and environmentally friendly soaps were made.

A lot of work was done in the women's art studio, where a silk-print course was offered, and all the
women made their own artwork. This project involved twelve women from all over the world. The
theme that the group worked with was "at home". American artist Gillian Pokalo and artist Anna Maria
Cornette were curators. In an exhibition, each woman created her own clock with a sense of "home".
Clock operation is related to our own heartbeat. By working with time, we see how we all connect. The
opening night was held at Ljésandtt festival in Reykjanesbzer, where many residents were able to
gather and celebrate with them. The exhibition was open for six weeks in Atthagastofa at the Reykjanes
public library.
