Project description: A community analysis of Sudurnesjabaer has been carried out in close
cooperation between the municipalities of Sudurnes and the Association of Municipalities in
Sudurnes. Two collaboration agreements were made, one with the Institute of Social Sciences of
the University of Iceland and the other with Statistics Iceland.

The Institute of Social Sciences studied the quality of life, well-being and attitudes of the residents
of Sudurnes, a report was published in October 2021. The main goal of the study was to gain
knowledge in which areas actions need to be strengthened or priorities changed and how
services can be improved to promote an increased quality of life for the residents of Sudurnes.
This was done by examining the residents' attitudes towards the area, towards services in the
area, immigrants and the multicultural community, examining the social activity of the residents
and analyzing whether there was a connection between the activity and the well-being of the
residents. Both qualitative and quantitative methods were used during the research conducted
by the Institute of Social Sciences. The relationship between social activity and well-being was
investigated, and the main findings were that the more residents participated in social activities
and the more often they attended cultural events, the better their well-being. The agreement
with Statistics Iceland was about a demographic analysis of the society of Sudurnes. It comes with
a processing request in 15 numbers and with 13 background variables. This is a five-part contract
for four years, where Statistics Iceland delivers Reykjanesbaer a data set about the community of
Sudurnes once a year; 2020, 2021, 2022, 2023 and 2024. The data sets have been presented in
an interactive web report that leaders of public institutions in Sudurnes have access to. Statistics
Iceland has returned two sets of data, i.e. for the years 2020 and 2021 and numbers for 2022 are
expected in the coming weeks. The development project is still in development and it is expected
that the report will later be open to the public. The community analyzes have had a far-reaching
impact on the municipalities' view of society and have had a formative effect on decision-making
about projects and resources.
