Filippseyjum sem flust hefur til islands fra arinu 1990 til 2005. Athugadir eru moguleikar pess &
patttoku i islensku samfélagi og hvar skorinn kreppir i adlogun pess. Eigindlegum adferdum var
beitt med vidtélum, vettvangsathugunum og greiningu a ritudum gégnum. Vidmeelendur voru &
6likum aldri og med 6likan bakgrunn, & Reykjavikursvedinu, Isafjardarba og Akureyri. Spurt
var um reynslu af pvi ad bua & Islandi og um pekkingu 4 réttindum og skyldum.

Rannsdknin syndi ad flestir komu til ad skapa sér og fjolskyldum sinum i Filippseyjum
beetta lifsafkomu og senda pvi peninga til foreldra, systkina, barna eda annarra attingja. Dvélin
& Islandi er p6 oftast hugsud til lengri tima og mjog fair atla sér ad flytja til baka til Filippseyja &
naestunni. Erfidasta vid komuna til Islands var islenskunamid en auk pess var famennid og vedrid
oft nefnt. Allir viomalendur héfou verid virkir & vinnumarkadi fra komu sinni til landsins.
Félagslif er tengt kirkjunum sem folk tilheyrir, pvi ad hitta vini og fjélskyldu fra Filippseyjum og
vinnutengdum atburdum. A3 tengjast innfeeddum islendingum fj6lskyldubéndum audveldar
adlégun og patttoku i samfélaginu mikid. Fram kom mikil 6anagja med hve erfitt er ordio fyrir

fyrir folk fra Filippseyjum ad flytjast til islands.
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Abstract

The main goal of the research project is to produce knowledge about the position and the
possibilities of people who have moved from the Philippines to Iceland from 1990 to 2005.
Participation and integration processes are examined and problems that have come up when
settling in a new country. Qualitative methods with interviews, participant observations and
analysis of written records were applied. People of different ages, with different backgrounds, in
the Reykjavik area, in safjardarbaer and Akureyri were interviewed. They were asked about their
experiences in Iceland and about knowledge of rights and duties.

The study showed that the majority of those interviewed came to make a better life for
themselves and their families in the Philippines. Therefore they send remittance to parents,
siblings, children or other relatives. The stay in Iceland is however not temporary and only few
plan to return in the near future. Learning Icelandic, bad weather and the small population were
often mentioned when talking about challenges when settling in Iceland. All of the participants
in the study had been active on the labor market since coming to Iceland. Social activities varied
greatly but were commonly connected with the church, meeting friends and family from the
Philippines and work related activities. To have family connections with native born Icelanders
is a great advantage for the integration into Icelandic society. A great dissatisfaction was

expressed about how difficult it has become for people from the Philippines to move to Iceland.
