Verkefnid var unnid i samstarfi og samraadi vid
Skéla- og témstundasvid isafjardarbaejar, grunnskdlana 4 Sudureyri og isafirdi og Félag Pdlverja &
Vestfjordum. Haskdlasetur Vestfjarda annadist umsjén med verkefninu fyrir hond
Velferdarraduneytisins.

Pélverjar eru lang-fjslmennastir innflytjenda i Isafjardarbae og vegna litilla fjarrada var petta
préounarverkefni pvi einskordad vid pdlsk born. Unnt var ad kenna bornum a 6llum grunnskdlastigum
4 Sudureyri og par for kennslan fram 4 skélatima. A isafirdi var yngsta stigi og midstigi kennt 4
laugardogum. Kennt var @ voronn 2016 og allir nemendur fengu tvaer kennslustundir a viku.

Kennslu- og vinnubaekur eru gefnar ut i Péllandi, midadar vid sérstaka namsskra pdlska
menntamadlaraduneytisins fyrir pdlsk born busett erlendis. Par er sampaett kennsla i tungumalinu og
polskri menningu og landafraedi.

Framfarir voru i gréfum drattum metnar i ordaforda, lesskilningi, malfraedi, stafsetningu og menningu
en 4 [safirdi voru sum pessara atrida brotin nidur i smaerri paetti. Verulegar framfarir urdu i 6llum
flokkum en helst matti greina veikleika gagnvart stafsetningu i faeinum tilvikum.

Project Title: Mother Tongue Instruction for Children of Immigrants
Name of Grantee: Ratur, Association for Cultural diversity
Abstract:

The purpose of the project was twofold, first of all to strengthen the students’ language skills in their
mother tongue, but at the same time to develop their social strength and confidence as fullfledged
citizens of Iceland, realizing that their background would in fact add to Icelands cultural diversity.

The project was carried out in cooperation with The School and Recreation Department of isafjordur
Municipality, the elementary schools in Sudureyri and isafjérdur, and The Association of Polish
People in Westfjords, under the guidance of The University Centre of the Westfjords on behalf of the
Ministry of Welfare.

Polish people are by far the largest immigrant population in the municipality. Given our limited
budget it was necsessary to direct our resources to one nationality. During the spring term 2016 all
Polish children in Sudureyri recieved two lessons a week in the Polish language during their regular
school day. In {safjordur Polish children up to 7th grade had also two lessons a week, but on
saturdays.

Textbooks and workbooks were published by the Polish Ministry of Education acording to its
curriculum for Polish children residing abroad. Polish culture and geography are intertwined with the
language teaching.

Progress was roughly estimated in five categories: vocabulary, reading comprehension, grammar,
spelling and culture but in isafjérdur some of these were broken down into more detailed elements.

Students of both schools made clear and substantial progress in all categories, the weakest category
in a few instances was spelling.

A questionnaire was sent to all parents, who expressed their delight that their children received such
instruction in their mother tounge, and wished for it to continue next year.

The hope of Reetur has been that this project might be a step in the direction that all children could
recieve mother tounge instruction, regardless of their background. The school in Sudureyri has now
ensured mother tounge instruction for all its students next year, partly with financial help from a
local business which sponsors the Tai instruction.
